This program offers a blend of skiing and snowboarding activities that allow participants to experience the
beauty of nature, along with educational sessions led by mountain guides who explain topics such as snow
crystals and frost-covered trees. The program will feature eight sessions this year, from Saturday, February 8, to
Sunday, April 20, primarily in Niigata Prefecture. To accommodate children of various ages and those with no
prior experience in skiing or snowboarding, a new "snow play" session has been introduced, featuring activities
like sledding and snowman building to help participants become more comfortable with snow.

An "environmental classroom" will be held in Tokyo during the off-season, focusing on environmental issues
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using snow and ice as themes. The sessions will include explanations of global environmental changes and
hands-on workshops using reclaimed wood, aiming to foster environmental awareness in children through fun

and engaging activities.
